No Risk, No Marriage
Everybody who has had a longer relationship must decide sooner or later whether or not to marry. It goes without saying that this is a hard decision because it will influence your whole life. In ideal cases married people comple​ment one another. They can have different views, but if they are not too different, both partners can support each other. A marriage may reinforce a relationship. The result of this is a certain feeling of safety. In my opinion, everybody needs someone they can rely on. Somebody who knows that another person cares about them feels safe and self-confident and therefore they can go easier through life.
